BUSING PROCEDURES 
Please note that there will be no busing in the morning on the first day of school.   Busing will       
commence in the afternoon.  This gives you the opportunity to ensure that your child is settled in and that you 
meet your child’s teacher. If your child is participating in the busing program and you are unable to bring your child 
to school in the morning on the first day of school, please contact us and we will make alternate arrangements. 
In addition, we would ask that if your child is participating in the busing program that you submit a 
hand-drawn map to the office by August 29 so that the bus driver may formalize the bus route.  Your 
child will not have a place reserved on the bus until all post-dated busing cheques are received. 
 
Students who usually take the bus from the North Campus to the South Campus should be dropped off 
directly at the South Campus on the first day of school as, there will be no busing in the morning on 
the first day of school. Busing between the North and South Campus will commence in the afternoon on Tuesday,          
September 2. If your child rides on the bus from the North to South Campus and you are unable to bring your child 
directly to the South Campus on the first day of school, please contact us and we will make alternate arrangements. 
In general, students traveling on the bus from the North to the South Campus should be at school by 8:00 a.m. 
each day.  We appreciate your cooperation in this matter.
